MORE “ROUNDABOUTS” RECOMMENDED
Many traffic experts favor 
the installation of more 
“roundabouts,” a.k.a. “traffic 
circles,” to manage traffic at 
intersections.

But many American drivers 
are afraid of roundabouts, and 
prefer the familiar traffic light 
system. The fact is, though, 

roundabouts are simpler, more 
efficient and safer. 

Older drivers have some 
justification for disliking 
roundabouts because early 
efforts were not successful. 
Traffic engineers made the 
mistake of giving the right-of-
way to vehicles entering the 
circle. 

An IIHS study of intersections 
where roundabouts replaced 
stop signs or traffic lights shows 
that all crashes were down by 
39% and serious crashes fell 
76%.
