BEWARE OF OBJECTS IN CRASHES
Today’s vehicles have numerous 
safety systems to minimize 
accidents and injuries. But what 
these systems do not provide 
is protection from loose objects 
inside the vehicle in the event of 
a collision.

Business or service professionals 
place laptops, travel printers, 
brief cases, tools, spare parts, 

etc. on the seats or cargo areas 
of their SUVs or vans. During 
a collision, these objects can 
become deadly missiles.

The weight of an object changes 
dramatically during a collision 
due to extreme acceleration or 
deceleration. Even at speeds 
of less than 50 mph, the weight 
of an unsecured object can be 
increased by as much as 50 
times and could cause a serious 
injury.
